STUDY DAY IN PARIS

The regional Women’s History Network group held a study day in Paris on 29 November which was jointly organised with the American University of Paris. This was an exciting new departure suggested by Linda Martz and Anita Higgie who are associate members of the WESWWHN committee.  Study days, that are held each year at UWE, the University of Glamorgan and the University of Exeter, are intended to provide an informal space for staff and post graduate students to discuss work in progress and new ideas. Papers on working wives in Victorian Salisbury (Jane Howells); women’s employment in Monmouthshire (Rachel Lock Lewis, University of Wales, Newport); uniformed women in the UK before 1914 (Linda Martz, American University of Paris) and polygamy and divorce in the Anglican community (Timothy Jones, Glamorgan) were circulated in advance so there was plenty of time for discussion. Several AUP students attended the event, including Margaret Malmquist-West who also kept the coffee and tea flowing. Hot drinks and breakfast pastries were provided by the Department of European and Mediterranean Cultures and participants had a delicious Lebanese lunch thanks to the Office of Academic Affairs and their Mellon Foundation grant. POSTGRADUATE STUDY DAY UWE 21 FEBRUARY

Over 25 members and non members attended the most recent study day held at St Matthias. There were two themes to the day: Gender and House History in South West England, and Death in the Victorian period. There were two talks in the first strand. Gill Silversides, an independent researcher and member of the Larkhall local history group spoke on ‘A tale of two houses-the lives of two households in Larkhall, Bath’, and Jennifer Smith, an MA student at UWE, gave a paper entitled ‘Tracing lives through house history in Chipping Sodbury’. Both speakers used a range of local sources, including census records, post office directories, maps, photographs and oral testimony to provide a fascinating glimpse into the varied lives of men and women who had lived in particular houses and streets over several decades. In the second part of the morning a joint paper was presented by a mother and daughter- the first time this has happened at a UWE study day! Judith Frisby, an MA student at Trinity and All saints, Leeds and Helen Frisby, a PhD student at the University of Leeds who works at UWE spoke on ‘Separate Spheres? Death, dying and the feminine in Victorian England’. After an overview on the concept of separate spheres, the paper discussed folk stories as a source for understanding death and gender. All three papers provoked a lively discussion.
